Behaviorizmus

Je psychologicky smer dvadsiateho storocia, ktory vznikol ako reakcia
na hlbinnu psycholégiu. Jeho vychodiskom bola reflexolégia ruského
fyzioldgia 1. P. Pavlova. Behavioristi odmietali moZnost skimat
prezivanie ¢loveka, pretoze podla nich nebolo priamo meratelné, ani
pozorovatelné. Za predmet Studia psycholdgie povazovali spravanie
¢loveka. Len sprdvanie ¢loveka (jeho reakcie na podnety) bolo podla
behavioristov objektivne meratelné. Cloveka sa snazili matematicky
vyjadrit ako funkciu stimulov, ktoré nanho pdsobia z vonkajsieho
prostredia, alebo priamo zjeho organizmu a reakcii, ktoré pod
vplyvom tychto stimulov clovek uskutocriuje. Popierali existenciu
vrodenych viléh alebo motivov, ktoré by mohli reakcie cloveka
ovplyvriovat. Tymto sa ich pristup extrémne odliSoval od pristupu
hlbinnych psycholdgov. Za priekopnika behaviorizmu je povazovany
Edward Thorndike. Aj behaviorizmus bol neskér revidovany
(neobehaviorizmus). Behaviorizmus (ako aj psychoanalyzu)
z dnesného pohladu pokladdme za extrémne psychologické smery,
ich prinos do psychologickej vedy je vSak nespochybnitelny.

Behaviourism

is a psychological direction of the twentieth century which emerged as a
reaction to depth psychology. The starting point was the reflexology of
Russian physiologist I. P. Pavlov. Behaviourists rejected the study of
conscious experience as it was unmeasurable or unobservable. They
considered human behaviour as the subject of psychology. Only human
behaviour (reactions to stimuli) was objectively measurable. They tried to
express a person mathematically as a result of stimuli determined by the
environment or within organism and its reactions a person creates under
the influence of various stimuli. They dismissed the existence of inherited
factors or motives as having little influence on person's reactions. Their
approach was extremely different from the approach of depth
psychologists. Edward Thorndike is considered to be the pioneer of
behaviourism. Behaviourism was later revised (neobehaviourism).
Behaviourism is nowadays (as well as psychoanalysis) considered to be an
extreme psychological direction but their contribution to psychological
science is indisputable.

Celostna psycholdgia

Je psychologicky smer dvadsiateho storocia, inak nazyvany aj tvarova
psycholdgia alebo gestalt psycholdgia. Predstavitelmi sa M.
Wertheimer, K. Koffka a W. KG&hler. Zakladnou tézou celostnej
psycholdgie bolo, Ze dusevné procesy sa liSia od sumy svojich Casti
(celok je viac ako len sucet jeho jednotlivych ¢asti). Tato téza vyjadruje
poznatok, Ze nasa percepcia alebo zazitky su determinované nasimi
potrebami, Ze smeruju k uzatvoreniu ¢i naplneniu t. j. k rovnovahe, a
Ze toto uzatvaranie je ovplyviiované nadobudnutou skusenostou.
Tvarovi psycholdgovia presadzovali ako predmet psycholdgie
skimanie celkov (tvarov), pretoze vnimanie ¢loveka sa uskutocnuje
v celkoch a jednotlivé detaily (pocity) si uvedomime az nasledne.

Gestalt psychology

is a school of psychology of the twentieth century also called a school of
thought. Its representatives are M. Wertheimer, K. Koffka and W. Kéhler.
The basic theory of Gestalt psychology was, that mental processes differ
from the sum of their parts (the whole is more than the sum of its individual
parts). This thesis expresses the knowledge that our perception or
experience is determined by our needs leading to closure or fulfilment i.e.,
to balance, and that this closure is influenced by acquired experience.
Gestalt psychologists enforced the study of the whole (shapes) as a subject
of psychology, as humans perceive things as a whole and individual details
(feelings) are only realized afterwards.

Emdcie

Su druhou skupinou psychickych javov, ktoré sa nazyvaju psychické
stavy. Emdcie su definované ako prezivanie subjektivneho stavu a
vztahu c¢loveka k predmetom alebo javom okolia, ako aj k sebe
samému. Emdcie ovplyviuju psychické procesy, a to pozitivne, ako aj
negativne. Emdcie sa vzidy vyskytuju v protikladnych paroch (napr.
radost a smutok). Rozozndvame nizsie a vyssie emdcie. Vyssie emdcie
sa nazyvaju city (spolocenské, intelektudlne, etické, estetické,
naboZenské) a su typické iba pre ¢loveka.

Emotions

are the second group of mental phenomena called mental states. Emotions
are defined as experiencing subjective state and relationship of a person to
objects, environment as well as to oneself. Emotions affect mental
processes either in a positive or negative way. Emotions always occur in
opposite pairs (joy and sadness). We recognize basic and strong emotions.
Strong emotions are called feelings (social, intellectual, ethical, aesthetic,
religious) and are typical for humans.

Exekutivne funkcie

Su druhom pozndvacich funkcii. Na rozdiel od ostatnych pozndavacich
funkcii, exekutivne (vykonové) funkcie maju riadiacu ulohu, teda
koordinuju cinnost pozndvacich funkcii. Poznatky o exekutivnych
funkcidch su k dispozicii ovela kratSiu dobu, ¢o zatial sposobuje urcité
nezhody vich definovani a klasifikacii. Najc¢astejSie sa vymedzuju
nasledovné exekutivne funkcie: planovanie, ¢asovy manaiment,
organizovanie, emociondlna sebareguldcia, reguldcia spravania.

Executive functions

are set of cognitive processes. Unlike other cognitive functions, executive
functions involve control processes such as coordination of cognitive
functions. Research on executive functions is rather short thus still causes
some disagreement in their definition and classification. The following
executive functions are most often defined: planning, time management,
organizing, emotional self-regulation, behaviour regulation.

Hlbinna psycholodgia

Je historicky prvym ztzv. modernych psychologickych smerov
dvadsiateho storocia. Predchdadzali mu Psycholégia W. Wundta,
Strukturalizmus a Funkcionalizmus. Predstavite/mi st Sigmund Freud

Depth psychology

Historically the first of so-called modern psychological directions of the
twentieth century preceded by the Psychology of W. Wundt, Structuralism
and Functionalism. Representatives of Depth Psychology are Sigmund




(Psychoanalytickd 8kola), Carl Gustav Jung (Skola analyticke;j
psycholégie) a Alfred Adler (Skola individualnej psycholdgie).
Presadzovali studium casti vedomia — podvedomie, ktoré chapali ako
vnutorny svet cloveka, ktory je ovplyviiovany najma vrodenymi
motivmi (podla Freuda vylu¢ne sexudlnymi), a ktory sa prejavuje
v spravani Cloveka. Nazdavali sa, Ze tento vnutorny svet je poznatelny
urcitymi metédami, ktoré do psychologickej vedy uviedol S. Freud.
Boli to napr. vyklad snov, volné asociacie, hypndza. C. G. Jung a A.
Adler boli Freudovymi spolupracovnikmi, ich nazory na vnutornu
motivaciu ¢loveka sa vSak od Freudovych odlisSovali. V prvom rade
odmietali Freudov nazor na vyluéne sexudlnu motivaciu jednotlivca
(tzv. pansexualizmus). Napr. A. Adler povaZoval za rovnako délezity
motiv sebarealizaciu ¢loveka (tuzbu po moci). Tvrdil, Ze jednotlivec
potrebuje byt platnym ¢lenom spolocnosti, co moéze dosiahnut len
tak, Ze bude svoje schopnosti azrucnosti nejakym spésobom
realizovat. Tak ziska pre seba urcity podiel moci. Tato sebarealizacia
je vSak moznda len v ludskej spoloc¢nosti. Jung a Adler boli taktiez
presvedceni o odliSnom podiele vedomych a neuvedomovanych
motivov, ktoré riadia ludské spravanie. Kym Freud tvrdil, Ze
nevedomé motivy maiju pri riadeni reakcii jednotlivca vacsi podiel ako
vedomé, Jung a Adler mali ndzor opacny. Hlbinny smer v psycholdgii
bol neskér revidovany (neopsychoanalyza), s cieflom zmiernit jeho
extrémny nahlad na predmet psychologickej vedy.

Freud (The Psychoanalytic School of Thought), Carl Gustav Jung (School of
Analytical Psychology) and Alfred Adler (School of Individual Psychology).
They enforced the study of the unconscious which they understood as the
inner world of a person influenced mainly by hereditary influences
(according to Freud exclusively sexual) manifested in person's behaviour.
They believed that this inner world could be understood by certain methods
introduced into psychological science by S. Freud such as: dream
interpretation, free associations, hypnosis. C. G. Jung and A. Adler were
Freud's collaborators, however their views on one's inner motivation
differed from Freud's. Firstly, they rejected Freud's opinion on sexual
instinct of an individual as the motivating factor in absolutely everything
(so-called pan sexualism). For example, A. Adler considered self-realization
of a person (the will to power) to be equally important. He argued that an
individual needs to be a valid member of a society, achieved by self-
realization and fulfilment of one's abilities and skills. That way he/she will
gain a certain power. Such self-realization is possible only in human society.
Jung and Adler were also convinced of different proportion of conscious and
unconscious motives that govern human behaviour. While Freud argued
that unconscious motives play a greater part in directing individual's
reactions than conscious ones, Jung and Adler held the opposite view. The
depth direction in psychology was later revised (neo psychoanalysis) to
change perspective of its extreme point of view on psychological science.

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Humanisticka psycholégia

Je psychologicky smer dvadsiateho storocia, ktorého zakladnou tézou
je, ze ¢lovek ma vrodeny potencidl sebaaktualizacie. Humanisticky
smer v psycholdgii sa oznacuje aj ako fenomenologicky, ide o tzv.
tretiu cestu v psycholdgii, vdaka ktorej sa v psychoterapii zaviedli
nové metddy. K predstavitelom humanistického smeru v psycholégii
patrili napriklad Abraham H. Maslow, Carl Rogers a Hilarion Petzold.
Humanisticki psycholdgovia zd6raznuju priame prezivanie ¢loveka
a jeho bezprostrednu skusenost, pricom sa zameriavaju na osobny
rast, moznost zmeny a sebarealizacie c¢loveka. Predmetom Studia
psychologickej vedy maju byt pozitivne fudské kvality. Humanisticka
psycholdgia ma aktudlne pokracovanie v najnovsom psychologickom
smere — Pozitivnej psycholdgii.

Humanistic psychology

It is a psychological perspective that arose in the mid- 20th century based
on the theory, that each person has an innate potential for self-
actualization. Humanistic direction in psychology is also referred to as
phenomenological so-called the “third force” in psychology, thanks to
which new methods were introduced in psychotherapy. Abraham H.
Maslow, Carl Rogers and Hilarion Petzold were among the representatives
of humanistic trends in psychology. Humanistic psychologists emphasize
the direct experience of a person and his immediate experience focusing on
personal growth, the possibility of change and self-realization of an
individual. The subject of psychological study should be positive human
qualities. Humanistic psychology has a common ground in the newest
scientific study - Positive psychology.

Critical psychology

is a psychological direction that arose at the beginning of the 80's of the
twentieth century based on a critical theory of dehumanization of
psychology. It was a reaction to intensive efforts to quantify psychological
phenomena achieved by developing diagnostic tools, statistic methods for
data processing, technologies, while the original goal of psychological
science which is to better understand a human and possibility to help him,
was starting to be lost.

Motivacia

Je vnutorny stav organizmu, ktory ho motivuje k ¢innosti. Motiv je
pri¢inou aktivity, podnetom, ktory negativne vplyva na rovnovahu
v organizme. StratenU rovnovdhu sa organizmus snazi obnovit
(homeostaza ako tedria motivacie). Znakmi motivacie su aktivacia,
smerovost a cielovost spravania. Zakladnym faktorom motivécie je
arousal (Uroven drazdivosti organizmu), ktory z réznych dévodov
vzhladom na podmienky, v ktorych sa organizmus vyskytuje, dosahuje
nasledovné udrovne (usporiadané vzostupne, podla intenzity
arousalu): kdma, REM faza spanku, somnolencia, relaxacia, bdelost,
vigilancia, tenacita. Druhy motivov su potreby, pudy, instinkty,
incentivy. Autorom hierarchie potrieb je americky psycholég
Abraham Maslow.

Motivation

is an internal state of organism motivating it to act. Motive is a cause of an
activity, a stimulus negatively affecting balance in an organism. An organism
tries to restore the lost balance (homeostasis as a theory of motivation).
Main signs of motivation are activation, directionality, and purposefulness
of behaviour. The basic factor of motivation is arousal (the level of
irritability of organism), which for several reasons, due to the conditions in
which the organism occurs, reaches the following levels (arranged in
ascending order, according to the intensity of arousal): coma, REM sleep
phase, somnolence, relaxation, wakefulness, vigilance, tenacity.

The
result of feeling is a sensation: an individual property of each object or
phenomenon (e.g., colour shade, sound tone, etc.).

However, it
differs from other sciences (e.g., natural sciences) by the degree of
exactness, which is compared to mathematics or physics, distinctively
lower. Within the framework of individual psychological trends and schools

that emerged during the development of psychology as a scientific study,
their representatives thought about defining the subject of psychology as
precisely as possible and later tried to promote it. Opinion on the subject of
psychology as a scientific study changed over time depending on which
psychological school or direction was prevalent or newly established. It
could be said that in terms of defining the subject of psychological science
there are two extreme psychological directions: depth psychology and
behaviourism. All other psychological directions and psychological schools
created within the subject of psychology present it in a way, which does not
exceed the definition of above-mentioned psychological directions - it is
located somewhere between either closer to depth psychology or
behaviourism. Current opinion about psychological science is presented by
majority of psychologists as an investigation of behaviour regulated by
psychological functions. In psychology we examine human behaviour (all his
reactions), which is observable and measurable by certain methods, but we
also understand the fact that it is influenced by many other factors (internal
and external) such as our personality traits which are partly based on our
innate abilities and partly as a reaction to the environment where an
individual grows.

Stress situations an individual solves through so-called ego-
defence mechanisms (e.g., sublimation, repression, regression, aggression,
compensation, reactive creation etc.). The highest level of mental load is
called stress. Psychologist Hans Selye coined stress, stressor, and general
adaptation syndrome terms.

Its existence made it possible to use methods other
than clinical (e.g., observation) measurement - to investigate psychological
phenomena. It was mainly about measuring a person's reaction time,
investigating feelings and perceptions, associations, and feelings. It is
possible to achieve a more accurate result by measuring than just by

Basic psychological categories

Contemporary psychology operates with several basic terms which we
encounter during studying any current psychological science. There are
several of them, as a consequence of development and specialization of
particular psychological component. This field draws upon many different
categories, including theoretical, basic, special, or applied psychological
sciences. So-called conceptual apparatus is used by all of the above-
mentioned scientific disciplines, while it is formed and defined by general
psychology. Basic psychological categories are terms which are being used
in all individual psychological sciences denoting the objects or phenomena
which are being researched, i.e., what is the subject of science's
investigation. In addition to these, individual sciences also use specific
terms. The basic psychological categories are organism, stimulation,

Emotional quotient refers to the ability to evaluate
emotional reactions and self-regulation. The author of emotional
intelligence is D. Goleman.

Cognitive development

is the development of cognitive processes, executive functions, and speech.
According to J. Piaget cognitive abilities play the most significant role in
person's adaptation to the environment and his survival. Historically, the
first theory explaining how a person acquires knowledge is Piaget's Theory
of Cognitive Development according to which cognition develops in three
stages: sensorimotor, preoperational, and concrete operational, consisting
of a period of concrete and formal operations.

Motor development

is the development of functional motor skills explained in Gesell's Gradients
of Growth, according to which we recognize three principles of growth and
motor skills development: Cephalocaudal (growth starts from the head and
moves down to the feet) proximodistal (growth starts from the torso, or the
body's centre, and moves outwards, to the arms and the legs) and
ulnoradial (growth starts from the little finger to the thumb). Bodily and
motor development is not primarily investigated by ontogenetic
psychology. However, knowledge about these two developmental areas is
in psychology irreplaceable as physical and motor development strongly
condition psychological development.

Periodization of psychological development

one of the basic and most difficult tasks of developmental psychology
required by the society of nowadays. It is a collection of milestones
arranged chronologically into periods of time in one's life referring to
significant developmental changes: Conception, birth, development of
speech and walking, formation of self-awareness (awareness of personal
identity), the first physical changes, introversion, sexual maturation,
creation of personal autonomy and entry into society as an equal partner,
reaching the peak of physical performance, reaching the peak of mental
performance, involutional and climacteric symptoms, the onset of
disintegration, self-regulatory failure and moral restraints, disintegration
of psychological and somatic functions, loss of awareness of one's own
identity . These milestones separate individual developmental stages from
each other. Each state uses its own periodization system but due to cultural
conditions systems are similar. Periodization is the division of psychological
development into stages defined by the relevant physical age and described
through developmental changes in physical, motor, cognitive, emotional,
social, personal, and work areas. These facts serve the society as the criteria
for significant events (e.g., enrolling your child in primary school,

There are three basic approaches to the study of mental
development of a person: deterministic, approach of periodization and
individuation. In Western culture the most common is the approach of
periodization enabling optimal application in all areas of human activity.

of frequency of their effect on mental development. The term normative,
refers to something that affects majority of individuals of a large social
group (population, culture, nation, etc.), Nonnormative influences affect
solely an individual. Influences on mental development are also of an
internal and external nature.

If both episodes
occur, it is called bipolar disorder.

Advanced
societies improve these shortcomings by combining a statistical approach
with others, e.g., social norms, physiological, ideal, adaptive.

Mild brain dysfunctions

the term is not mentioned the ICD-10 classification, yet it is still used by
experts to denote partial irreversible mental disorders caused organically

educational disorders (dyslexia, dysorthography, dysgraphia, dyscalculia)
and attention and activity disorders (ADD, ADHD). The following diagnostic
criteria apply to all listed disorders: 1Q average or above average, organic
cause of a disorder (never social), beginning in the prenatal, perinatal, or
postnatal (until the end of the 2nd year of physical development) period of
individual's development, a cognitive disorganization (some cognitive
functions show low, average, or high level of functioning).

Mentalna retardacia

Je definovand ako neschopnost dosiahnut zodpovedajicu uUroven
intelektového vyvinu (menej ako 70% normy), napriek primeranej
sociokultirnej stimuldcii. Mentalna retarddcia sa vyskytuje
v nasledovnych stuprioch: lahka, stredne tazka, tazka a hlboka.
NajcastejSimi priznakmi su poruchy myslenia, reci, uenia, ndpadnosti
v emocionalnom prezivani a odliSnosti v motivacii, zvlastnosti a
napadnosti v spravani a rézna miera dezintegracie osobnosti, ktorych
intenzita sa zvySuje s klesajucim inteligenénym kvocientom.

Mental retardation

is defined as the inability to achieve an appropriate level of intellectual
development (sub-average below 70), despite adequate sociocultural
stimulation. Mental retardation is classified into four stages based on
severity: mild, moderate, severe, and profound. The most frequent
symptoms are speech problems, learning and logical thinking difficulties,
different emotional perception, differences in motivation and behaviour
and varying degrees of personality disintegration the intensity of which
increases with decreasing intelligence quotient.

Psychosis

and if not treated the symptoms worsen in each phase. The phases of the
disease are called attacks. Bouts of attacks alternate with symptom-free
periods of remission. The affected person is aware of the disease only in the
remission phase. The disease most often begins in young adulthood. If not
treated it can cause death. Typical symptom of such disorders are delusions,
defined as thought disorders. Schizophrenia is divided into four subtypes:
simple, hebephrenic, paranoid, and catatonic, while in simple subtype
delusions do not occur.
